Final Details 
This event is being run under the rules of the British Orienteering Federation and 2020 Competition Rules – Compass Sport Cup & Trophy.
The Compass Sport Cup & Trophy are the premier inter-club competitions for British Clubs. 
This qualifying round at Errochty is a Level B event.

Cup :. The winning team qualifies for the Final. If FVO win, then the second placed Cup team also qualifies for the final. 

Trophy: The first and second placed Trophy teams qualify for the Final. If INT win or come second, then the first three placed Trophy teams qualify for the final.
Note that SOA only members may compete for their clubs in the SOA eliminator round but will need to join British Orienteering if they wish to compete in the Final.

Travel directions to The Event from A9 (1.5km west of postcode PH18 5UE)
From the South: Perth > A9 > turn LEFT off A9 to Calvine. Turn RIGHT onto the B947 (*). Pass under railway bridge > village of Struan and follow B947 for approximately 2 miles. Turn LEFT off B847 then sharp LEFT into parking field after 30m. 
From the North: A9 > Drumochter > turn LEFT at Bruar Lodge then sharp LEFT to arrive at Calvine. Please do not cut across the A9 before this junction. Turn LEFT onto the B847 signed for Kinloch Rannoch and follow directions as (*) above.

After the event if you are rejoining the A9 please take the following routes. If travelling SOUTH – RIGHT onto B847 > Calvine > RIGHT> Jct @ Bruar Lodge Services > RIGHT > LEFT > A9.
If travelling NORTH – RIGHT onto B847 > Calvine > LEFT > Jct with A9 > LEFT.

Collection of SI-cards & SIAC*
Please uplift from REGISTRATION point within the Tent in Assembly Field. A fee of £30 is payable if the SI-card is not returned after use. SIACs  must also be uplifted & £60 will be charged if lost.
*SPORTident Active card for touch free punching.
String Course – Instead of a String Course, STAG’s DIY 9 Tree Wood shall be available in the parking field using Mini-Flags / Clippers.
Safety & Clothing & First Aid Cover
Competitors take part at their own risk and are responsible for their own safety at all times. In the event of bad weather the carrying/wearing of a windproof/waterproof jacket is advised. A whistle should be taken to attract attention in the event of an emergency.

Full body cover is required and competitors should check their person for ticks as these are present in the area. Any competitor with an existing high risk medical condition, please send an email to 58terryobrien@gmail.com to inform us of such. This information will be kept confidential & destroyed after the Event.
First Aid cover is being provided by St.Andrew’s Ambulance Corps (Glasgow).
Safety - Errochty Water which runs along the southern edge of our Assembly field is steep sided, fast flowing & deep in places and children should be instructed NOT to play either in or close to the edge of the river.
Competitors must avoid climbing over or through stacks of timber currently waiting to be uplifted which are located at various places throughout the forest.
Children must be accompanied and supervised at all times.
Route to Toilets & Starts – 3 chemical toilets on the right as you cross the bridge. Distances to Starts are measured from the bridge
Competitors should follow the taped route with YELLOW Markers & STAG Tape to the SW corner of the parking field to a fence crossing adjacent to the bridge. This is a step over with the top strand of wire (not barbed wire) lowered. On crossing the bridge, go through the main gate and continue to follow the YELLOW Markers to the  left (east) along the forest road for 800m. At this point turn south into the wood for approx 200m to reach the Main Start & the YELLOW start is approx 100m further east along the forest road.
Yellow Start 900m; 0m climb
    (Split at 800m)
Main Start 1000m; 25m climb 
Dogs – on leads in Assembly field only and owners please clean up any dog mess.
Start Times from 11:30am > 1pm and shall be extended if required for Parental Split Starts.
Shadowing of Juniors – extract from 2020 Compass Sport Rules
“There have been some instances of clubs sending out inexperienced juniors with an adult shadowing them, on the basis that if the junior completes the course on their own they will score , and if the adult has to help they will be disqualified. This is against the spirit of the competition and therefore not allowed. Competitors MUST run on their own.”
Club Captains have been sent a list of their Club Members & a Start Time Matrix to allocate to their runners. Every effort should be made to keep to your given time. Start Officials shall deal with late arrivals as they see fit.
Start Procedure MAIN START
Call Up Into -4 Box – Name & Start Time check – Check Station.
Call Up Into -3 Box – Blank maps on display – SIAC ON Test.
Call Up Into -2 Box – Loose Control Descriptions printed on waterproof paper available.

Call Up Into -1 Box – Check Station on Start Line – PUNCHING START IN OPERATION. It is the competitor’s responsibility to both punch the Start Box & pick up the correct Course & then follow tapes to Start Kite.
Control Descriptions - On the front of the map and available loose (printed on waterproof paper) within the -2 Start Box. 
Map – Scale 1:10000 ; Contours 5m for Brown, Short Brown, Blue Women, Blue Men, Orange Men & Women, Light Green & Yellow.
Scale 1:7500 ; Contours 5m for Green Women, Green Men, Veteran Short Green, Junior Men Green, Junior Women Short Green & Super Veterans Short Green.
Original map was produced for JHI 2002 and with an update by Stirling Surveys used for Scottish Champs in May 2004. In 2007, Stirling Surveys revised the whole map & in September 2012 updated the vegetation with some minor updates. A further vegetation update was carried out in July & Sept 2018. Minor updates March 2020 by Terry.
Control circles on the 1:10,000 map are 7.5mm across and are enlarged to 10mm on the 1:7500 map. This retains the same amount of detail inside the circle and avoids the need for changing control descriptions and / or making new cuts in control circles showing important detail.
Terrain – Errochty Forest is a cracking bit of terrain for Orienteering. West of the Allt Garth it comprises of natural woodland and mostly pine forest with squiggly contours and in places a plethora of rock features some of which make the underfoot conditions tough going. A large area has been felled in the past few years but this has been mainly avoided.
To the east the area is more standard forestry plantation where the runnability is different but still pleasant, particularly the downhill slaloms.
Note that some parts of the forest are waterlogged – southwest of the main felled area an indistinct marsh screen has been used to show the wettest of these areas (indicative extent only)

Control Sites & Electronic Punching – Standard equipment in the form of New Fibre Glass Stakes  with Si Unit & IOF Control Flag attached. Touch free punching will be enabled.
If the Si Unit fails to Flash/Beep please punch your map with clipper found on the O Flag. 
Code Number is displayed on the SI Box only. Samples shall be on display in Assembly Field.
You must contact punch both the Start SI Box & Finish SI Box.
Drinks Station  - There are no drink stations or water provided at the Finish or at Download.
Eastern Finish – Exit field & turn west along forest road, cross bridge, over fence crossing then to Download.
Western Finish – Follow forest road downhill then turn north, cross bridge, over fence crossing then to Download.
There is no map collection as competitors are being trusted not to discuss or show their map to anyone who has still to run their course – Thank-you!
Anyone having to retire is also asked to report to download so that we know you are safely back.

Complaints about any competitor or aspect of the organisation or planning thought to have substantially contravened the rules must be made to the Organiser orally or in writing on the day of the competition.

A “protest” may be made against the decision of the Organiser with regards to a Complaint, in writing and to the Controller. The Controller may have to convene a Jury
